Monarchs Defy Parliament


__________________ became the new King of England. Already the king of ________________ it would be another 100 years before the two countries would be united. 


James I struggled with parliament over financial issues and also offended the Puritan members of Parliament by not enacting reforms to purify the Anglican Church (Church of England) of Catholic rituals and practices. 


Charles I became king in 1625 and had the same financial troubles as his father James I.


When Parliament refused to give him money, he would dissolve Parliament. 


By _________ Charles was forced to call Parliament to meet. They refused to give him money unless he agreed to sign the _____________________________________________. 


In this document, the king agreed that he would not imprison subjects without due cause, levy taxes without Parliament’s consent, house soldiers in private homes, impose martial (military) law in peacetime. 


 Charles I ignored the petition, but it set forth the idea that the law was higher or more powerful than the king. It contradicted the theory of an ___________________________. 


Charles I dissolved Parliament again and imposed outrageous fees and fines on the English people to generate money. He was not very popular for doing this. 








English Civil War


Charles I continued making the ________________________ angry by upholding the Catholic type rituals in the Anglican Church. 


He made the Presbyterian Scots angry by trying to force them to accept the Anglican prayer book and tried to unify the English and Scots under one religion. 


The Scots gathered a huge army and threatened to invade England. This forced Charles to call Parliament into session to raise money to fight. Parliament took this opportunity to oppose Charles I and try to overthrow him. 


Parliament passed laws to limit royal power and Charles responded by trying to arrest the leaders of Parliament, but they managed to escape.


Angry protestors in ________________________ raged outside the palace causing Charles to flee the city and raise an army in the north of England, where people were still loyal to him. 


The war lasted from ___________________________. Those that remained loyal to Charles were called ________________________ or Cavaliers. The Puritans supported Parliament and due to their short haircuts were called ________________________________ by the Cavaliers.


In 1644, __________________________________________ became the general for the Puritans and turned the tide of the war. 


In 1647, the Puritans had captured the King and held him prisoner. 


In 1649, Cromwell and the Puritans brought Charles I to trial for treason against the Parliament. He was found guilty and sentenced to death. 


The execution of Charles I was revolutionary. Kings had been overthrown, killed in battle or put to death in secret. But this was the first time that a reigning monarch had faced a public trial and execution.


Cromwell now had the power. He abolished the monarchy and the Upper House of Parliament, the House of Lords. 


He established a ______________________________, a republican form of government. And named himself Lord Protectorate. 
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He faced immediate resistance from Ireland and sent in troops to put down the rebellion. He crushed the uprising and seized the lands and homes of Irish and gave them to the British soldiers. Fighting, plague and famine killed hundreds of thousands.  


In 1653 he sent home the remaining members of Parliament and drafted a constitution for England. He later tore up the constitution and became a military dictator. 


Cromwell and his Puritan supporters sought to reform society. They made laws that promoted Puritan morality and abolished activities they considered sinful such as theater, sporting events and dancing.   


Cromwell favored religious toleration of other Christian groups except Catholics and allowed Jews to return to England. They were previously exiled in 1290.       





Restoration and Revolution


Shortly after his death, the government created by Oliver Cromwell collapsed. The English people were tired of military rule and asked that Parliament be reformed and reestablish the monarchy. 


In 1659, Parliament voted to ask the oldest son of Charles I to be the new King of England. 


_______________________________ reign restored the monarchy to England and this period of his rule is known as the ___________________________________. 


During this time Parliament passed one of the most important pieces of legislation in the establishment of rights. The __________________________________ Act of 1679 gave every prisoner the right to go before a judge to hear the charges brought against them. It prevented the monarch for jailing someone just because they disagreed with the King’s policies. 


During this time the first political parties in England were beginning to form. 


In 1685 Charles II died and his brother James II became the new king. 


James II was __________________________ and violated English law by appointing Catholics to high positions of power. This upset the Parliament and they protested against the king. James II responded by dissolving Parliament. 


James II oldest daughter __________ was Protestant and was married to __________________, a prince of the Netherlands. 


Seven members of Parliament invited William and Mary to overthrow James II to save England from becoming Catholic. 


William agreed and led his armies to London. King James II didn’t put up a fight and fled to France. 


This Bloodless overthrow of King James II is known as the ______________________________. 





Limits on Monarch’s Power


William and Mary vowed to recognize Parliament as their partner in governing. 


England was no longer an absolute monarchy but a ____________________________________, where laws limit the ruler’s power. 


Parliament drafted a __________________________________ in 1689 which listed specifically the things a ruler couldn’t do including: no suspending of Parliament’s laws, no levying of taxes without a specific grant from Parliament, no interfering with the freedom of speech in Parliament, no penalty for a citizen who petitions the king about grievances. 


The English Bill of Rights directly influenced the US and other countries constitutions. 


After 1688, no British monarch could rule without the consent of the Parliament. At the same time Parliament could not rule without the consent of the monarch. If the two disagreed the government would come to a standstill. 


This potential problem was solved with the creation of the ______________________system. Under this system the majority party in Parliament serves as ministers or representatives between the monarch and the Parliament. 


The Cabinet is became the center of policymaking and power. The leader of the majority party in Parliament heads the Cabinet and is called the ___________________________. 


This system is still in place today.
