Imperialism: A Story of Subjugation 
Subjugation: to bring under dominion; conquer. To make subservient a lower or inferior class or rank. Subject to the control of another. 

Minority Groups: Minority and majority are often referring to numbers. However, minority cannot always be defined by numbers. Being a minority may refer to a people’s social standing. Societies organize themselves into social classes. The upper class and those who hold power are supported by the middle and lower classes- the workers of society. Minorities may have specialized roles such as bankers, traders, and craftsmen. More often, they have served as manual laborers. Classes may follow separate roles of behavior due to economic and political roles. The lower classes, even though a majority of the population, may have a minority status because of their subjugation by the upper classes. Some groups of minorities have made many sacrifices to call attention to and correct social, economic and legal issues.
