The following breakdown will be used to determine your overall grade:

Tests: Unit Tests & Finals ………………………………………………. 65%


Quizzes: Individual and Group Quizzes………………………..………... 10%


Assignments: Daily Assignments, Warm Ups, Toolkits, Reviews……… 25%

Tests: Tests will be given at the end of each unit. A comprehensive final will be given at the end of each semester. Tests scores are final. There are no re-takes or corrections in order to improve your score.
Individual Quizzes: Individual quizzes will be given each unit. Some units will have multiple individual quizzes. Quizzes may or may not be announced. All quizzes can be re-taken in order to improve your score. You will have to come in outside of class time in order to re-take an individual quiz. All re-takes must be done before the end of the current unit.

Group Quizzes: Group quizzes will be given each unit. They will usually take place two or three days before each individual test. Group quizzes will be taken in groups of 3 or 4. Each group should check all of their answers before turning in their group quiz. Once all group members agree on their answers, then their quizzes should be turned in. Only one group quiz will be graded from each group and all group members will receive the same score. Students are allowed to do corrections on group quizzes and will receive half the points back that they originally missed on each of the problems that are correctly corrected. Corrections must be completed on a separate sheet of paper.
Classwork/Homework: Work will be assigned on a daily basis. It is always due the following day at the beginning of the period unless otherwise stated. Homework is worth 10 points a day and you can earn partial credit if you do not finish an assignment. Each end of the unit review worksheet will be worth 20 points. Homework is checked mainly for completeness. You will be given credit for trying each problem. Just do your best! Each student will be supplied with the answers to the Review/Preview problems of each assignment out of the book so even if you get all the answers correct, you may not receive full credit if you don’t show your work. If a student does not receive full credit on an assignment, they can complete the assignment and get half the points back that they missed. This must be done before the end of the unit. Late homework will not be accepted after the unit test unless you come in outside of class time to complete the work with me. Late work will only receive a maximum of 60% of the original value.
Toolkits: Toolkit entries will be assigned and collected for most units. All toolkit notes that you take during class or write up on your own can be used to assist you on each semester final exam and on group quizzes, but not on the individual tests. You will be given unit quizzes on specific toolkit material. More detailed information will be given as we begin each unit.
Warm-Ups: Warm-ups will be given at the beginning of class on most days. You are expected to be working on the warm-ups when the bell rings. Warm-ups should be done on the same piece of paper and will be collected at the end of each unit. 

Extra Help: I will be available for extra help outside of class. I will set aside time before school, at lunch, and after school. The days in which I am available may change from week to week so I will keep you posted. If the days and times don’t work for you, then please see me about setting up an appointment. You will be surprised at how much difference just 10 minutes can make!!
Mr. Ford’s Classroom Procedures

Requirements:
1. Be courteous and respectful to all people at all times.

2. Be in class on time. (Quiet and in your seat when the bell rings.)

3. Get out your homework from the previous day and your warm-up at the beginning of the period.

4. Come to class with all materials and be ready and willing to participate.

5. Ask lots of questions! Be responsible for your own learning.

Tardies: 

School tardy policy will be enforced. If you are tardy, you must get a tardy slip before coming to class.
Excused Absences:

If you know ahead of time that you will miss class, please ask for the assignment. It is much easier to stay caught up than to fall behind. If an absence is excused, it is the student’s responsibility to get the make-up work upon returning to school. You will be allowed twice as many days as you were absent to hand in any make-up work. NO exceptions unless prior arrangements have been made!

Calculators:
A scientific calculator is highly recommended. Texas Instruments TI 30X is a good model. Scientific calculators have 
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 buttons. They are about $10.00 at Target, Wal-Mart, CVS, etc. I also have calculators that students can borrow in class.

Other Policies:

· NO Food or drinks in class (Bottled water is the only exception).
· There is no tolerance for profanity or inappropriate clothing.
· Work should be done in pencil.
· Bring your book, binder paper, graph paper, pencils and scientific calculator to class each day.
· You will be allowed to leave the class 3 times per semester. This includes trips to the bathroom, or to get a drink of water. There are two drinking fountains just outside the class. Please get a drink on the way to class if you are thirsty or bring a bottle of water. Please talk with me if you have a medical condition that would cause you to need extra passes.

· DO NOT take out any electronic gear (this includes portable music players, headphones, and cell phones). These items may be in your possession, but must be turned off and put away inside your backpack. They are not to be used in the classroom. You may use these items only on your own time…which means outside of class during passing period, lunch, and before/after school. This includes checking for messages and reading/sending text messages. If electronic devices are out during class they will be taken and you will receive a Saturday School. You will be able to pick up your device after school in the main office.
· Cheating will not be tolerated. You will receive a zero if you are caught cheating on an assignment or test.

· No Credit will be given for work missed due to cutting class or truancies.
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
