You will be illustrating a scene (of your choice) from Chapters 1 – 16 of Beowulf.
Choose a chapter.

Draw a scene from that chapter.

Be sure to pay special attention to:

· colors symbolizing the main idea of good vs. evil (light vs. dark) that is referred to throughout the story

· detail, detail, detail – need I say more????

· Appropriateness

· Using the literal descriptions to help the scenes “come to life” on the page

You will be creating your scene on a piece of construction paper.

In addition to your illustration, you will need to do the following:

· Write the Chapter number at the top of the page.  (Use Roman Numerals)

· Describe (in writing – can be typed or handwritten neatly using blue or black pen on a separate sheet of paper) what is going on in your scene.  Include what happened before and after to help your reader make sense of the illustration.  Written description must be at least 7 – 10 sentences in length, and must be organized in paragraph form.

· Be sure that your scene is significant.  For example, just drawing a picture of the fen is not enough – you must include some action or some reason why your chosen scene is of significance to the plot of the story.

This is not a first-grade free coloring day, so do not treat it as such.
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
