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Think about how a sequence of images can show:  
· MOVEMENT 
· TIME ELAPSING
· CREATE A MOOD WITH ANTICIPATION



* The first photographer ever to investigate effects of still images in succession was EADWEARD MUYBRIDGE in the late 19th century when photography was in its infancy.

Use a camera, your phone, or an app to create a photo booth ‘strip’ of 3-4 photos in succession!
