BADMINTON RULES AND REGULATIONS
1.   Before the game begins: 

a. Toss a coin or ro-sham-bo (2 out of 3).

i. Winner has the choice of (a) serving first, (b) letting the opposing team serve, or (c) choosing what side to start. Loser may choose from whatever choices remain.

2. Serving:

a. Must be below the waist.

b. Must clear the net and the short service line.

c. Must go into the diagonal box from the server.

3. Scoring: There are new scoring rules in Badminton that represent radical changes from the old method of scoring; the new rules can lead to much shorter games.

a. Matches are played to the best of three sets.

b. Both men and women now play up to 21 points. If the score reaches 20-20, the winner is the player or team with a two-point advantage; if the score goes uo to 29-29, the winner is the first t reach 30 points.

c. Points used to be only won on serve, now a player or team can win the point without holding the serve.
d. A team now has only one serve in doubles, rather than two under the old rules. 

e. Serving in singles, players serve diagonally from one service box to another, alternating between the left and right side of the court as points are won; server always serves from the right-hand box at the start and when they have an even number of points; serve from the left-hand court server’s score is an odd number of points.
f. There is only one serve per team in doubles: the service passes whenever the receiving team scores. The receiving team serves from the right if their score is even and the left if their score is odd. If the serving side wins a rally, they score a point and switch to the alternate service court. If the receiving side wins a rally, they score a point, they become the new serving side but do not switch service court. Players do not change their respective service courts until they win a point while their side is serving.

g. All matches will be won by the first to 21 points, instead of 15 for men and 11 for women.

4.  Faults
      a.    Serve is above the waist when the birdie is hit.

      b.    Serve does not clear the net, or lands outside of the boundary lines.

      c.    If the receiving team hits the serve before it crosses the net.

      d.    Reaching over or touching the net.

      e.    If the birdie touches a player or her/his clothing.

      f.    If any player hits the birdie twice before it crosses the net or if the birdie is hit by

            a player and her/his partner successively.
